ESTHER 3:1-2 (ESV)

1 After these things King Ahasuerus (Xerxes) promoted
Haman the Agagite, the son of Hammedatha,




ESTHER 3:1-2 (ESV)

and advanced him and set his throne
above all the officials who were with him.




ESTHER 3:1-2 (ESV)

2 And all the king's servants who were at the king's gate
bowed down and paid homage to Haman,




ESTHER 3:1-2 (ESV)

for the king had so commanded concerning him.
But Mordecai did not bow down or pay homage.




ESTHER 3:7 (ESV)

In the first month, which is the month of Nisan,
in the twelfth year of King Ahasuerus,




ESTHER 3:7 (ESV)

they cast Pur (that is, they cast lots) before Haman day after day;
and they cast it month after month till the twelfth month,




ESTHER 3:7 (ESV)

which is the month of Adar.

was written to the king's satraps and to the governors

ESTHER 3:13 (ESV)

Letters were sent by couriers to all the king's provinces
with instruction to destroy, to kill, and to annihilate all Jews,

young and old, women and children, in one day,
the thirteenth day of the twelfth month,




ESTHER 3:13 (ESV)

which is the month of Adar,
and to plunder their goods.
