● The   trans�guration   of   Jesus   reveals   the   Word   of   God   and   con�rms   that   Jesus   speaks   the   Word   of   God.

● Has   the   con�dence   that   you   can   do   what  

God   calls   you   to   do.  
● Knows   “it”   will   be   accomplished   through  

God’s   power   and   our   obedience   to   His  
word.
